July 25, 2008 and Old Spice. The press conference takes place at the IMS Productions studios across from
Indianapolis Motor Speedway.

In a press conference at Michigan International Speedway in Brooklyn, Stewart announces that

Al 255, Atle Ryan Newman will be his teammate at SHR and drive the No. 4 Chevrolet beginning in 20009.

Stewart announces on SIRIUS’ “Tony Stewart Live” that Newman will drive the No. 39 Chevrolet
instead of the No. 4.

A, 52k AU Morgan-McClure Motorsports, which had used the No. 4 for several years in NASCAR
competition, asked to keep the number for future use. Stewart and Newman opted for No. 39, the
number Newman used to score his first United State Auto Club (USAC) victory.

June 7, 2009 marks the first time a driver/owner has won a points-paying Cup Series race since Ricky Rudd on
Sept. 27, 1998 at Martinsville.

Stewart extends his lead in the championship point standings to 71 points over second-place Gordon.

Stewart scores second point-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the
Coke Zero 400 at Daytona International Speedway by .110 of a second over second-place
Jimmie Johnson.

It is the 46" Cup Series pole of Newman’s
career, and the quick time placed Newman in a tie with inaugural NASCAR Hall of Fame inductee
Junior Johnson for 10" on the all-time Cup Series pole list.

Stewart scores sixth points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the
Emory Healthcare 500 at Atlanta Motor Speedway by 1.316 seconds over second-place Carl
Edwards. It is Stewart’s third Cup Series win at Atlanta and his 38" career Cup Series win. It also
secured Stewart’s spot in the Chase for the Championship one race before the Chase begins Sept. 19
at New Hampshire Motor Speedway. It marks the sixth time since the advent of the Chase in 2004
that Stewart has secured a spot in the Chase.

Oct. 10, 2010

Stewart scores seventh points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the
Pepsi Max 400 at Auto Club Speedway in Fontana, California, by .466 of a second over
second-place Clint Bowyer. It is Stewart’s first Cup Series win at Fontana and his 39" career Cup
Series win.

Stewart and the No. 14 team finish seventh in points, while Newman and the No. 39 team finish 15"
in points.

March 6, 2011

With a second-place finish in the Kobalt Tools 400 at Las Vegas Motor Speedway, Stewart jumps to
the lead in the NASCAR Cup Series championship standings, but shares it with Kurt Busch. After
three races, both Stewart and Busch have an average finish of 7.3.

Newman is fifth in points, marking the first time both SHR drivers have been in the top-five in
points since June 14, 2009.

It is a new track
record and Newman’s fifth Cup Series pole at New Hampshire and the 47" of his Cup Series career.

Stewart qualifies second to mark first time in SHR’s history where drivers sweep the front row
of a Cup Series race.

July 17, 2011

Newman scores eighth points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the
Lenox Industrial Tools 301 at New Hampshire Motor Speedway by .773 of a second over
second-place Stewart. It is Newman’s third Cup Series win at New Hampshire and his 15" career
Cup Series win.

The 1-2 finish is the first in SHR’s history. The last time a team started 1-2 and finished 1-2 was
Hendrick Motorsports in the 1989 Daytona 500. However, the last time a team started 1-2 and
finished 1-2 with the same drivers in the same order was back on April 7, 1957 at North Wilkesboro
(N.C.) Speedway with DePaolo Engineering. There, Fireball Roberts won from the pole, while
teammate Paul Goldsmith started second and finished second. In Hendrick’s instance, Darrell
Waltrip won, but started second. Ken Schrader started from the pole and finished second.

Aug. 25, 2011

It is announced that IndyCar Series driver Danica Patrick will run a limited NASCAR Cup Series
schedule with SHR in 2012. Details regarding Patrick’s car number and slate of races are not yet
known.

Aug. 26, 2011

Newman scores seventh NASCAR Cup Series pole for SHR in the Irwin Tools Night Race at
Bristol (Tenn.) Motor Speedway (15.624 seconds at 122.811 mph). It is Newman’s third Cup
Series pole at Bristol and the 48" of his Cup Series career.

Sept. 6, 2011

By finishing 20" in the AdvoCare 500 at Atlanta Motor Speedway, Newman clinches a spot in the
12-driver Chase for the Championship one race before the Chase begins Sept. 19 at Chicagoland
Speedway. It marks the fourth time since the advent of the Chase in 2004 that Newman has secured
a spot in the Chase.

By virtue of his seventh-place finish in the Wonderful Pistachios 400 at Richmond International
Raceway — the cutoff race for the Chase for the Championship — Stewart secures a spot in the Chase
for the seventh time in his career.

With Newman having already secured a spot in the Chase, SHR becomes one of just two
organizations to place all of its teams in the Chase, the other being Penske Racing. Newman is
seeded eighth in the Chase standings, nine points behind series leader Kyle Busch. Stewart slots in at
ninth, 12 points out of first.

Stewart scores ninth points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the
Geico 400 at Chicagoland Speedway by .941 of a second over second-place Kevin Harvick. It is
Stewart’s series-leading third Cup Series win at Chicagoland and his 40" career Cup Series win.

Sept. 23, 2011

Newman scores eighth NASCAR Cup Series pole for SHR in the Sylvania 300 at New
Hampshire Motor Speedway (28.213 seconds at 135.002 mph). It is Newman’s series-leading
sixth Cup Series pole at New Hampshire and the 49" of his Cup Series career. The fast time also
gave Newman a sweep of the Cup Series poles at New Hampshire in 2011, as he broke the track
record with his pole run for July’s Lenox Industrial Tools 301.

Sept. 25, 2011

Stewart scores 10" points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the
Sylvania 300 at New Hampshire Motor Speedway by 7.225 seconds over second-place Brad
Keselowski. It is Stewart’s third Cup Series win at New Hampshire and his 41% career Cup Series
win. And with the victory at Chicagoland Speedway on Sept. 19, it marked the eighth time Stewart
has scored back-to-back wins in his Cup Series career, with the previous occurrence coming in July
2007 when he won back-to-back races at Chicagoland Speedway and Indianapolis Motor Speedway.
And by winning the first two races of the Chase, Stewart became just the second driver in the eight-
year history of the Chase to open the Chase with consecutive wins. Greg Biffle was the first,
winning at New Hampshire Motor Speedway and Dover International Speedway in 2008.

With Stewart’s September win and Newman’s July win at New Hampshire Motor Speedway, SHR
sweeps the track’s 2011 slate of Cup Series races. It marks the first time in SHR’s history where the
team has completed a sweep. Making the achievement even more impressive is that with Newman
having swept the track’s two Cup Series poles 2011, SHR made a clean sweep of each of New
Hampshire’s Cup Series race weekends.

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Sept. 9, 2013

NASCAR finds that Michael Waltrip Racing (MWR) violated Section 12-4 (actions detrimental to
stock car racing) during the Sept. 7 Federated Auto Parts 400 at Richmond International Raceway,
where the team attempted to manipulate the outcome of the race. NASCAR penalizes all three
MWR cars (Nos. 15, 55 and 56) with the loss of 50 championship driver points and 50
championship owner points. The point penalties are assessed following the season’s 26" race and
before the seeding for the Chase for the Championship. Therefore, the point total for the No. 56 car
driven by Martin Truex Jr. is reduced to 691, putting him in 17% position and eliminating him from
the second wild-card berth for the Chase field. Newman moves into the Chase as the second wild-
card participant. This is Newman’s fifth Chase appearance.

Sept. 20, 2013

Newman scores 13" NASCAR Cup Series pole for SHR in the Sylvania 300 at New Hampshire
Motor Speedway (27.904 seconds at 136.497 mph). Newman sets a new track qualifying record en
route to earning his 51° career Cup Series pole. It is his series-leading seventh pole at New
Hampshire.

Oct. 21, 2013

Construction begins on land adjacent to the team’s existing 140,000-square foot facility for a
building that will house research and development, a state-of-the-art pit fitness and training center,
and multipurpose space for SHR partners.

Nov. 17, 2013

Newman finishes 17" in the Ford EcoBoost 400 at Homestead-Miami Speedway, his final race with
SHR.

Newman and the No. 39 team finish 11" in points. Patrick and the No. 10 team finish 27" in points.
The No. 14 team finishes 18" in points, while Stewart finishes 29" in points after missing the last 15
races of the season.

SHR reorganizes its competition department. Zipadelli is named vice president of competition,
managing all four NASCAR Cup Series teams.

Chad Johnston joins Stewart and
the No. 14 team. Daniel Knost is promoted from race engineer to crew chief for Busch and the No.
41 team.

Dec. 11, 2013

Harvick and Busch hit the track for the first time as SHR drivers via a NASCAR test session at
Charlotte Motor Speedway.

March 2, 2014

Harvick scores 20" points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning The Profit
on CNBC 500k at Phoenix International Raceway by .489 of a second over second-place Dale
Earnhardt Jr. It is Harvick’s fifth Cup Series win at Phoenix and his 24™ career Cup Series win.

March 30, 2014

Busch scores 21% points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the STP 500
at Martinsville Speedway by .263 of a second over second-place Jimmie Johnson. It is Busch’s
second Cup Series win at Martinsville and his 25" career Cup Series win.

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April 5, 2014

Stewart scores 14" NASCAR Cup Series pole for SHR in the Duck Commander 500 at Texas
Motor Speedway (27.628 seconds at 195.454 mph). It is Stewart’s 15" career Cup Series pole and
his second at Texas.

Harvick sets a new track qualifying record in the first round with a lap of 27.234 seconds at 198.282
mph. It is the fastest lap at a 1.5-mile oval in NASCAR, as Harvick’s quick time bests the previous
mark of 28.074 seconds at 197.478 mph set by Geoff Bodine on Nov. 15, 1997 at Atlanta Motor
Speedway.

April 11, 2014

Harvick scores 15" NASCAR Cup Series pole for SHR in the Southern 500 at Darlington
(S.C.) Raceway (26.802 seconds at 183.479 mph). It is Harvick’s seventh career Cup Series pole
and his first at Darlington.

April 12, 2014

Harvick scores 22" points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the
Southern 500 at Darlington Raceway from the pole by .558 of a second over second-place Dale
Earnhardt Jr. It is Harvick’s first Cup Series win at Darlington and his 25™ career Cup Series win.

May 9, 2014

Harvick scores 16" NASCAR Cup Series pole for SHR in the 5-hour Energy 400 at Kansas
Speedway (27.799 seconds at 194.658 mph). It is Harvick’s eighth career Cup Series pole and his
second at Kansas. And by winning the pole April 11 at Darlington Raceway, Harvick wins two poles
in a single season for the first time since 2005, which is the only other year where Harvick has won
multiple poles.

June 13, 2014

Harvick scores 17" NASCAR Cup Series pole for SHR in the Quicken Loans 400 at Michigan
International Speedway and sets a new track record (35.198 seconds at 204.557 mph). It is
Harvick’s ninth career Cup Series pole and his first at Michigan.

July 26, 2014

Harvick scores 18" NASCAR Cup Series pole for SHR in the Brickyard 400 at Indianapolis
Motor Speedway and sets a new track record (47.753 seconds at 188.470 mph). It is Harvick’s
10" career Cup Series pole and his second at Indianapolis. This was also the second consecutive
Brickyard 400 pole for SHR, as former SHR driver Newman won the Brickyard 400 pole in 2013.

Aug. 22, 2014

Harvick scores 19" NASCAR Cup Series pole for SHR in the Irwin Tools Night Race at
Bristol Motor Speedway and sets a new track record (14.607 seconds at 131.362 mph). It is
Harvick’s 11" career Cup Series pole and his first at Bristol.

Aug. 29, 2014

Harvick scores 20" NASCAR Cup Series pole for SHR in the Oral-B USA 500 at Atlanta
Motor Speedway (29.118 seconds at 190.398 mph). It is Harvick’s 12 career Cup Series pole and
his first at Atlanta. And by winning the pole the week prior at Bristol, it marked the first time in
Harvick’s Cup Series career where he has scored back-to-back poles.

Sept. 6, 2014

Harvick and Busch officially secure their respective spots in the Chase for the Championship
following the Chase cutoff race at Richmond International Raceway. It is Harvick’s fifth
consecutive Chase appearance and his eighth since the inception of the Chase in 2004. It is Busch’s
second straight Chase appearance and eighth overall.

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Sept. 9, 2014

The pit crews of the Nos. 4 and 14 teams are swapped. “We made this change in the best interests of
the entire organization,” said Greg Zipadelli, SHR’s vice president of competition. “Our primary
goal is to win races and championships, and this pit crew swap provides championship experience to
the No. 4 team and continued race-winning experience to the No. 14 team.”

Harvick and Busch came into the AAA 400 at Dover International Speedway representing SHR in
the Chase, but Harvick is now SHR’s sole representative after Busch missed the cut for the 12-driver
Contender Round by a scant six points following the AAA 400.

Oct. 3, 2014

Speedway (27.325 seconds at 197.621 mph). It is Harvick’s 14" career Cup Series pole, his third
straight at Kansas and his series-leading eighth of the season. Prior to 2014, the most poles Harvick
earned in a single season were two (2005). And by winning the pole the week prior at Dover, it
marked the second time in Harvick’s Cup Series career where he has scored back-to-back poles.

Harvick ties NASCAR Hall of Fame inductee Fred Lorenzen for 25" on the all-time Cup Series win
list.

The win automatically advances Harvick into the eight-driver Eliminator Round of the Chase.

Oct. 22, 2014

SHR announces that it will swap crew chiefs and road crews between its Nos. 10 and 41 teams
beginning with the AAA Texas 500 race weekend Oct. 31-Nov. 2 at Texas Motor Speedway. Crew
chief Tony Gibson will move from the No. 10 team of Patrick to the No. 41 team of Busch. Crew
chief Daniel Knost will move from the No. 41 team to serve as the interim crew chief for Patrick and
the No. 10 team. The road crews assembled by each crew chief will also make the swap. However,
the pit crews for each respective team will not be moved.

“We made this change to evaluate our program and to get a head start on 2015,” Zipadelli said.
“With the ban on testing next year, the last three races of this season take on even greater
importance. For Tony Gibson and Kurt, they’ll get three races together that will provide direction for
next year. And for Daniel Knost and Danica, this is an opportunity for them develop a rapport that
could potentially continue into 2015.”

Oct. 31, 2014

Stewart sets the fastest lap in a stock car at a 1.5-mile oval when he turns a lap of 26.985 seconds at
200.111 mph during NASCAR Cup Series qualifying at Texas Motor Speedway. It is the first time a
stock car surpasses the 200 mph mark on a 1.5-mile oval.

Harvick is one of only four drivers from the original field of 16 Chase drivers who made it through
three elimination rounds to contend for the title in the series finale Nov. 16 at Homestead-Miami
Speedway. Harvick will battle Denny Hamlin, Joey Logano and Ryan Newman, with the highest
finishing driver in the 400-mile race at Homestead being crowned 2014 NASCAR Cup Series
champion.

Jr. It is Harvick’s first Cup Series win at Las Vegas and his 29" career Cup Series win.

March 13, 2015

Harvick scores 23" NASCAR Cup Series pole for SHR in the CampingWorld.com 500k at
Phoenix International Raceway (25.577 seconds at 140.751 mph). It is Harvick’s 15" career Cup
Series pole, his first at Phoenix and his first of the season.

March 15, 2015

Harvick scores 27" points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the
CampingWorld.com 500k at Phoenix International Raceway by 1.153 seconds over second-
place Jamie McMurray. It is Harvick’s series-leading seventh Cup Series win at Phoenix and his
30" career Cup Series win. It is Harvick’s fourth victory in the last seven races dating back to Texas
Motor Speedway in November. It is his seventh straight finish of second or better. The last time a
driver scored seven consecutive top-two finishes was NASCAR Hall of Famer Richard Petty in
1975.

March 20, 2015

Busch scores 24" NASCAR Cup Series pole for SHR in the Auto Club 400 at Auto Club
Speedway in Fontana, California (38.889 seconds at 185.142 mph). It is Busch’s 17" career Cup
Series pole and his series-leading fourth at Fontana.

Harvick qualifies second to give SHR a sweep of the front row. The last time SHR qualified 1-2 was
July 15, 2011 at New Hampshire Motor Speedway. Newman won the pole while Stewart qualified
second.

Nov. 15, 2019

SHR announces the promotion of Custer from its Xfinity Series operation to its NASCAR Cup
Series program in 2020, replacing Suarez in the No. 41 Ford.

Nov. 16, 2019

Before the checkered flag waves on the Ford EcoBoost 300 at Homestead-Miami Speedway,
Briscoe secures the 2019 Xfinity Series rookie-of-the-year title.

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Crew chiefs for the 2020 season are officially named. Rodney Childers remains with Harvick and
the No. 4 team for a seventh straight year. John Klausmeier and Mike “Buga” Bugarewicz swap
Dec. 4, 2019 teams, with Klausmeier going to the No. 14 team of Bowyer and Bugarewicz going to the No. 10
team of Almirola. Mike Shiplett is promoted from SHR’s Xfinity Series operation to its NASCAR
Cup Series program, joining Custer and the No. 41 team.

Jan. 6, 2020 SHR confirms Briscoe for full Xfinity Series campaign in 2020.

Jan. 31, 2020 Stewart is inducted into the NASCAR Hall of Fame.

Briscoe scores 13" points-paying Xfinity Series victory for SHR by winning the Boyd Gaming
Feb. 23, 2020 300 at Las Vegas Motor Speedway by 2.874 seconds over second-place Austin Cindric. It is
Briscoe’s third career Xfinity Series win and his first at Las Vegas.

Bowyer scores 54" NASCAR Cup Series pole for SHR in the Auto Club 400 at Auto Club
Feb. 29, 2020 Speedway in Fontana, California (40.086 seconds at 179.614 mph). It is Bowyer’s fourth career
Cup Series pole, his first at Fontana and his first of the season.

Harvick scores 56 points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning The Real
May 17, 2020 Heroes 400 at Darlington Raceway by 2.154 seconds over second-place Alex Bowman.
It is Harvick’s second Cup Series win at Darlington and his milestone 50" career Cup Series victory.

Briscoe scores 14™ points-paying Xfinity Series victory for SHR by winning the Toyota 200 at
May 21, 2020 Darlington Raceway by .086 of a second over second-place Kyle Busch. It is Briscoe’s fourth
career Xfinity Series win and his first at Darlington.

Harvick scores 57" points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the Folds
June 7, 2020 of Honor 500 at Atlanta Motor Speedway by 3.527 seconds over second-place Kyle Busch.
It is Harvick’s third Cup Series win at Atlanta and his 51% career Cup Series victory.

Briscoe scores 15" points-paying Xfinity Series victory for SHR by winning the Contender
June 14, 2020 Boats 250 at Homestead-Miami Speedway by .072 of a second over second-place Brandon
Jones. It is Briscoe’s fifth career Xfinity Series win and his first at Homestead.

Harvick scores 58" points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the
June 27, 2020 Pocono Organics 325 at Pocono Raceway by .761 of a second over second-place Denny Hamlin.
It is Harvick’s first Cup Series win at Pocono and his 52" career Cup Series victory.

Briscoe scores 16™ points-paying Xfinity Series victory for SHR by winning the Pocono Green
June 28, 2020 225 at Pocono Raceway by 1.015 seconds over second-place Ross Chastain. It is Briscoe’s sixth
career Xfinity Series win and his first at Pocono.
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July 4, 2020

Briscoe scores 17" points-paying Xfinity Series victory for SHR by winning the Pennzoil 150 at
the Brickyard at Indianapolis Motor Speedway by 1.717 seconds over second-place Justin

triumph, and his 53 career Cup Series victory.

July 12, 2020

Custer scores 60" points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the Quaker
State 400 at Kentucky Speedway by .271 of a second over second-place Martin Truex Jr. It is
Custer’s first career Cup Series victory.

Aug. 8, 2020

Harvick scores 61° points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the
FireKeepers Casino 400 at Michigan International Speedway by .284 of a second over second-
place Brad Keselowski. It is Harvick’s fourth Cup Series win at Michigan, his second straight at the
two-mile oval, and his 54'" career Cup Series victory.

Aug. 9, 2020

Harvick scores 62" points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the
Consumers Energy 400 at Michigan International Speedway by .093 of a second over second-
place Denny Hamlin. It is Harvick’s fifth Cup Series win at Michigan, his third straight at the track
and his 55" career Cup Series victory.

Aug. 23, 2020

Briscoe scores 18" points-paying Xfinity Series victory for SHR by winning the Drydene 200 at
Dover International Speedway by 2.463 seconds over second-place Ross Chastain. It is
Briscoe’s eighth career Xfinity Series win and his first at Dover.

Aug. 23, 2020

Harvick scores 63™ points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the
Drydene 311 at Dover International Speedway by 3.525 seconds over second-place Martin
Truex Jr. It is Harvick’s third Cup Series win at Dover and his 56" career Cup Series victory.

Aug. 29, 2020

Following the Coke Zero 400 at Daytona International Speedway, SHR officially places all four of
its drivers in the NASCAR Playoffs for the second time in team history. SHR is the only four-car
team to place all four drivers in the 2020 NASCAR Playoffs.

It is Harvick’s 11" consecutive playoff appearance and his 14" since the inception of the playoffs in
2004. It is Bowyer’s ninth playoff appearance and third straight. It is Almirola’s fourth playoff
appearance and third straight. Custer makes the playoffs in his rookie season, becoming just the third
driver to do so since the advent of the playoffs, joining Denny Hamlin (2006) and Chase Elliott
(2016).

Custer clinches the 2020 NASCAR Cup Series rookie-of-the-year title by virtue of him being the
only rookie in the NASCAR Playoffs and, therefore, the highest finishing rookie in the season-
ending point standings
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Sept. 6, 2020

Harvick scores 64" points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the Cook
Out Southern 500 at Darlington Raceway by .343 of a second over second-place Austin Dillon.
It is Harvick’s third Cup Series win at Darlington and his 57" career Cup Series victory. The win
automatically advances Harvick to the Round of 12 with still two races remaining in the Round of
16.

Sept. 18, 2020

Briscoe scores 19" points-paying Xfinity Series victory for SHR by winning the Food City 300
at Bristol Motor Speedway by .651 of a second over second-place Ross Chastain. It is Briscoe’s
ninth career Xfinity Series win, his first at Bristol and his seventh of the season.

Sept. 19, 2020

Harvick scores 65 points-paying NASCAR Cup Series victory for SHR by winning the Bass
Pro Shops Night Race at Bristol Motor Speedway by .310 of a second over second-place Kyle
Busch. It is Harvick’s third Cup Series win at Bristol, his 58" career Cup Series victory and his ninth
of the season. Nine wins in a single season marks a career high for Harvick, as his previous best
single-season win total was eight in 2018.

Sept. 19, 2020

SHR advances three of its drivers into the Round of 12 — Harvick by virtue of his two victories in
the Round of 16 and Almirola and Bowyer via their respective finishes in the Bass Pro Shops Night
Race at Bristol Motor Speedway. Almirola’s and Bowyer’s respective point tallies during the Round
of 16 placed them among the top-12 playoff drivers, allowing entry to the Round of 12.

Custer finishes 23" in the Bass Pro Shops Night race and is eliminated from the playoffs.
